Overall, there was an improvement in median survival of 11.8 months in the
intensive-therapy group (median survival, 54.1 months; 95 percent confidence
interval, 44.9 to 65.2) as compared with the standard-therapy group (423
months; 95 percent confidence interval, 33.1 to 51.6; P=0.04 by the log-rank
test and P=0.03 by the Wilcoxon test).
